INTRODUCTORY SPEECH

Time Requirements: 1-2 minutes    Point Level: 1        Logistics: Lectern/Open Notes
DIRECTIONS: This is to be a speech of -introduction based on a personal interview.  The speech should not be read but delivered extemporaneously from minimal notes.

You will be paired with another individual in the class.  You are to spend twenty minutes in conversation with the person.  Avoid all distractions so you can focus your full attention to the conversation.  Consider the following questions if you find a lapse in the conversation.

· Talk about current employment

· Interesting facts about his/her past

· Future goals

· Family Life

· Campus Life

· Favorites – food, colors, cartoon characters, television show, websites, vegetables, etc.

· Worsts – birthday party, relationship, Halloween costume, enemies, holiday shopping experience

· Distinctions – What makes this person different from any other? Life experiences?

After twenty minutes, allow yourself ten minutes to gather your thoughts and plan your presentation.  Afterwards, you will present your presentation to your partner as practice for tomorrow’s class where everyone will present his/her speech.
Students will be able to demonstrate the effective techniques of delivery.
