Of an Effective Communicator

DIRECTIONS: For next class, you and your group members are to create a visual representation of ‘your’ perception of an Effective Communicator.  The mode of your visual representation is at your discretion; however, there are some requirements for consideration.

1. The visual representation must be viewable by the entire class at one time.

2. It may reflect a myriad of approaches:

a. Images of what effective communication means to you.

b. Symbols of effective communication
c. Snapshots/Pictures of effective communicators.
d. Multimedia elements visualizing effective communication/communicators
e. Original designs with a clear expression of effective communication (no abstract art please).

f. NO WORDS may be used.

3. Final product should be audience-friendly and classroom appropriate.

4. You will be evaluated according to the following criteria:

a. Students clearly offer a visual representation that clearly exhibits elements or a representative sample of effective communication.

b. Students’ final product displays ingenuity of thought, commitment to the assignment, and precision in details.

c. One or two students clearly explain his/her approach in class, utilizing effective elements of verbal and nonverbal delivery skills.
Artistic and/or technological tools are at the discretion of the student.
